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MSUNDUZI MUNICIPALITY SENDS A STERN WARNING TO ILLEGAL TRADERS

The municipality conducted a blitz on the Pietermaritzburg CBD. The Rapid Response Unit took over Berg and Church
Street, where goods were confiscated and businesses were forced to shut down following failure to produce trading
licenses.

The law enforcement officers instructed business owners to remove goods displayed on the pavements, and other
selling stations that limited people's movement and caused traffic obstruction. Furthermore, the Rapid Response Unit
was able to collect stolen trolleys from vagrants and other street vendors. The municipality promotes and supports
informal and small businesses. It encourages residents to follow the right procedures for conducting business in the
city.

The municipality will continue with the blitz around the city and issue fines for illegal trading as means of law
enforcement.
